Concessionary Travel 
 
Secondary One students will be issued new Secondary Level School Smart Cards 
in March/April 2025. 
 
Secondary One students can continue to use the Primary Level School Smart 
Cards for concessionary travel till end Apr 2025.  Students can still purchase the 
Bus Concession Pass (BCP) using their Primary Level School Smart Cards but do 
take note to purchase the BCP for Secondary School students. 
 
 
General Discipline & School Attire Matters 

Students are to wear the prescribed school uniform and any modification to the 
uniform is not allowed. 

Students must be in their school attire when they are in the school premises, even 
on Saturdays, school holidays or any external functions where they represent the 
school. 

Students in uniform must wear their school badge on the left collar of the shirt / 
blouse and name tag on the pocket at all times. 

Students are to wear the school socks and white canvas shoes. 
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Girls 

● Hair should be neat and tidy at all times. No spiky, punk, uneven or 
     outlandish hairstyles. 
● Shoulder and long hairstyles must be tied up with hairpins or hair ribbons. 
● Fringe extending below eyebrows must be neatly managed with a hairband 

or hair pins. Only black or dark blue hair bands/hair pins/hair ribbons are to 
be used. 

● Tinted hair or dyed hair is not allowed. 
● No jewellery / accessories are allowed except for a wrist-watch and one pair 

of matching small ear studs which is to be worn on each ear lobe. Earrings 
/ ear sticks are not allowed. 

 
Boys 

● Hair should be neat and tidy at all times. No spiky, punk, uneven or  
     outlandish hairstyles. 
● The fringe must be kept well above the eyebrows. 
● Tinted and dyed hair is not allowed. 
● Must be clean shaven. No facial hair (e.g. beards, moustaches or long side-

burns) is allowed.  
● No ear sticks / jewellery / accessories are allowed except for a wrist watch. 

Students may refer to the Student Handbook for illustration of the proper school 
attire. 

 
Information & Communication Technology (ICT) Matters 

 
Students are expected to exercise discretion and self-discipline when using 
electronic devices.  
 
All types of electronic game consoles (e.g. Nintendo; Play Station Portable; DS 
Light) are not allowed in school. 
 
Personal audio players, handphones and electronic items are not encouraged in 
school.  Students must take personal responsibility for their own electronic items. 
 
The school understands the importance of handphones in this day and age, and 
will allow students to bring their handphones to school, but their usage is restricted 
to the school foyer only, for purposes of contacting their parents / guardians. 
Handphones are not allowed in the classrooms and special rooms where lessons 
are conducted as they will cause distractions and disruptions to the flow of the 
lessons.  
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Parents are reminded that in case of an emergency, the school office remains a 
vital and appropriate point of contact and will ensure that your child/ ward is reached 
in the shortest time possible. 
 
Students who do not demonstrate responsible use of electronic devices, including 
handphones, will have these devices retained by the school for 2 weeks.   
 
National Digital Literacy Programme (NDLP) 
 
The NDLP was launched in March 2020 to make digital learning inclusive by 
equipping students with the digital literacies to be future-ready. Under the NDLP, 
students will own a school-prescribed personal learning device (PLD).  
 
The use of PLD will support students in the development of digital literacies and 
engage in self-directed and collaborative learning. It will also enhance teaching and 
learning. 
 
The PLD may be funded partly or fully using Edusave. Where required, funding 
support may be available for both Singapore and Non-Singapore citizen students. 
The school will engage students and parents regarding the NDLP in Term 1, with 
details to be provided once finalised.
